Orange County Chinese-American Chamber of Commerce was founded to provide local Chinese businesses an opportunity to get together and share information, do business with each other and establish networks to not only help their businesses but of the overall Chinese business community.  As a part of its outreach to the community, OCCACCF was created and has been providing scholarships for 21 years to those promising students of Chinese descent to continue their education.  Due to OCCACCF’s successful effort at raising funds for the scholarship program, 4 year commitments of $5,000 per year (for a total of $20,000) are being made from now on to those “OCCACC Scholars” showing financial need and academic achievement.  This level of commitment is highly unusual and exceptional for a Chamber of Commerce and OCCACCF is very proud to be able to support our community.  Certain minimum level of standards must be met to continue receiving funds for the full 4 years.
